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INTRODUCTION

The enhancement is to interface the distribution modules with barcode readers.
	This service pack contains an enhancement to Global 3000 distribution software which allows product code entry/selection to be made by ‘scanning’ (or typing) a product’s barcode.

	Note: The term ‘barcode’ throughout this document refers to the ‘barcode number’ and not the ‘barcode pattern’.

	The changes are:

Product maintenance has been updated so that as part of creating or maintaining a product a 40 character barcode can be specified.  

Product code entry/selection has been updated to check to see if a barcode has been scanned (or typed) instead of a product code; it searches the product records for a product with a matching barcode and automatically selects it.  Product code entry/selection can be made by ‘scanning’ (or typing) a product’s barcode at the product code prompts in the application functions:-

· Stock Control Transaction Entry,

· Stock Control Stocktake,

· Stock Requisition Entry,

· Purchase Order Entry,

· Purchase Invoice Input (the addition of services and extras),

· Purchase Order Processing Supplier/Product Maintenance,

· Sales Order Processing Transaction Desktop,

· Sales Order Entry, 

· Manufacturer Works Order Entry, 

· Product Enquiries,

· The standard product search.

	Technical details. There are three main methods in which a barcode scanner can be connected to a PC/laptop, these are:

Keyboard Wedge method, the barcode scanner is plugged in to the keyboard connection; scanned barcodes are interpreted as if they have been manually keyed. This type of barcode scanner is supported.
Via a USB port, these work in much the same way as the keyboard wedge method. This type of barcode scanner is supported.  

Via a RS-232 serial port. This type of barcode scanner is not supported.
Note: Some barcode scanners supply the scanned barcode in upper or lower case depending on the state of <Caps Lock> key, to combat this barcodes will be held on file in upper case, and the applications will convert the scanned barcode into upper case before attempting to search for products with matching barcodes.

	Barcode scanners connected via the RS-232 port are not supported.


Product Maintenance - General Product Details (new prompt)
